
First off, THANK YOU! You help make this event a success for everyone. We are so appreciative of your time and dedication. We hope you continue to be a part of what makes LFA so special!

If you volunteer at least 8 hours, you will receive a ticket to the exclusive Volunteer Pre-Sale*.  Make certain that you receive your ticket for this sale when you drop off your own items.  You will get to shop before the public, and even the other consignors, in a small relaxed group.  This is a wonderful opportunity that we are pleased to offer you, and most say this is the best reason to volunteer!  If you volunteer at least 16 hours, you will also earn 70% on your own items that you consign and sell during the event!  (If at least 8 of those hours are during our "peak" times, you could also earn a ticket to the volunteer 50%-off pre-sale.)

FLYER DISTRIBUTION:  

If you are distributing event flyers, please take them to businesses, churches, clubs, schools, and other places you frequent. Be sure to ask someone at the location before placing the flyers there.  Please do not put any flyer into a mailbox; it is illegal to open someone else's mailbox.  We also ask that you not go into residential neighborhoods to distribute flyers, however feel free to give a few to your neighbors, friends,  and family members.

If you distribute flyers to at least 30 locations, you could earn up to 65% and receive a ticket to the Volunteer Pre-Sale* AND the volunteer 50%-off pre-sale.

You will receive your tickets to the exclusive volunteer-only events when you drop off your own items.  You must submit a list of the locations where you placed flyers.

*VOLUNTEER PRE-SALE:  This evening is for volunteers only, and a ticket is required for entry; sorry, no guests, no children, no family members on this night.  There can be no exceptions.
GUIDELINES:  

Please plan to honor your commitment to volunteer; we are counting on your help during our busiest times. Be certain to sign in and out to receive credit for all your volunteer hours.

You are one of the many faces of LFA!  Please enjoy the experience and maintain a friendly, professional demeanor.

You will be on your feet and probably doing lots of walking.  Remember to wear comfortable shoes and clean, neat, comfortable clothing.  Please wear an LFA apron during sale hours.  It will protect your clothing, give you some handy pockets to use, and help customers recognize you as someone they can ask for assistance. 

Nothing can be sold until Volunteer Night; sorry, no exceptions.  No one is allowed to pull any items from the sales floor to "save" or "set aside."  If you find an item you'd like to purchase, great!  If it's prior to Volunteer Night, we suggest you make a list of the things you want most; or, if it's during sale hours, please purchase the item when it's chosen.  Any items out of place will be returned back to the sales floor, so make sure you don't miss out on something you really wanted.  

While shopping at the Volunteer Pre-Sale events, please be considerate of your fellow volunteers. We have heard numerous complaints about other volunteers pulling all items of one size off the rack to take away and sort through them somewhere else.  This is not appropriate and is contradictory to the purpose of this special night.  Volunteer Night should be fun and enjoyed by all our valuable volunteers.

Our new building has a break room! Please plan to get away for a break.  Only bottled water will be allowed on the sales floor. 

REQUIREMENTS FOR WORKING AS A VOLUNTEER WITH LFA:

Please understand that these guidelines have been created in an effort to maintain a high quality sale that meets the needs of our community. 

1.  The volunteer must be a registered consignor participating in the current sales event (consigning 15+ items).

2.  Must be 18 years of age or older.

3.  Must read, agree to, and sign the Volunteer Non-Compete agreement. 

4. LFA needs every assigned worker in order to run the sale smoothly and efficiently. In an effort to ensure the quality of the sale by retaining a sufficient number of volunteer workers, LFA requires that volunteers fulfill their pledged obligation to work their assigned shift(s).  Volunteers can go on the LFA website to cancel their work shift or switch to a different shift until the deadline.

5. Volunteers who have not fulfilled a shift in the past may be prohibited from volunteering at future LFA sales events. 

6. Volunteers must be on time and fulfill their entire shift in order to earn the volunteer benefits offered by LFA.

7. Volunteers who work distributing sales flyers must turn in a complete list of all locations where they placed flyers in order to earn the volunteer benefits offered by LFA.

8.  Volunteers must be able to stand/walk for periods up to 4 hours, and lift/carry loads up to 25 pounds.
